AF Adjustment: +3 (+ and 3 marked)
Distance: 10 ft/m (5 and x2 marked)  

Example Setting 2

AF Adjustment: -13 (-10 and 3 marked)
Distance: 15 ft/m (3 and x5 marked)  

Example Setting 3

AF Adjustment: +7 (+ and 7 marked)
Distance: 80 ft/m (4 and x20 marked)

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Record the Camera’s Auto Focus Adjustment 
setting by placing the two “AF ADJUST” markers. 
Record the Camera to LensAlign distance by 
placing the two “DISTANCE” markers. Distance 
represents any unit of length you choose.
  

In this photo, the AF Adjustment is set to 0
(- and 0 marked) and the Distance is set to 5
(5 and x1 marked).

If the Enumerator has not been mounted on the 
LensAlign PRO, remove the adhesive backing 
paper and mount the Enumerator just below the 
Focus Target, �ush left to the edge of the Front 
Sighting Plate.

Remove and separate the four magnetic markers 
from the Enumerator and place one marker in 
each of the four slots.
